Interpreting Sample
Prepare a DVD/CD/video with two interpreting samples of approximately 5 minutes each:  one voice-to-sign and one sign-to-voice.  Do not submit an interactive piece (e.g., signing and voicing on the same sample).  The sample does not have to be “cold” – prepare as you would for an interpreting assignment.  If you are interpreting from a DVD/video you may view the text once prior to interpreting.  The point is to provide a snapshot of your interpreting when you have some familiarity with the speaker/subject matter.  Please note that your interpreting sample will not be returned to you.

Making the Interpreting Sample
· Introduction – Introduce yourself in ASL.  Tell us a little about your background and why you are interested in the Interpreting Mentorship Program

· Voice-to-Sign – The zoom, focus and volume on the camera should be adjusted so that we see your upper body and clearly hear (but not see) the speaker.
· Sign-to-Voice – The zoom, focus and volume should be adjusted so that we clearly see the signer and hear (but not see) you.
Please enclose your interpreting sample and a non-refundable application fee of $60 made payable to The Mentorship Program and return to the address listed below.  Application packets are due June 7, 2010 for consideration for the Fall 2010 session, which runs from September 13 – December 17, 2010.
